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CHARTER
The Pennsylvania Workforce Development Association (PWDA) launched its Policy & Advocacy Fellowship Program (PAFP) in 2021 to raise the collective capacity of its members to engage in workforce development advocacy at the federal, state, county, and local level.

Selected Fellows receive intensive training on the federal and state legislative, administrative, and appropriations processes, and tangible experiences in developing and utilizing advocacy strategies.
· Fellows are expected to attend each session of the PAFP and complete all projects and assignments. Fellows may be removed from the program if they have unexcused absences or fail to complete program projects and assignments.

· To meet with PA legislators, staffers, policy makers and others

· Engagement & Advocacy – What Works – What Doesn’t’ – How to Apply It

· Landscape of PA politics

· Network with peers across PA
By accepting and participating in the Fellowship program, Fellows acknowledge

· Fellows (or their organizations) are expected to pay their own expenses.

· Unless excused in writing in advance by PWDA, you will attend every session on the Policy and Advocacy Fellowship Program, online or in person at the expense of your organization or yourself

· Unless excused in writing in advance by PWDA, you will undertake and complete each assignment and group project that is assigned to you.
